M inute with the Mayor July 2017

Our Annual Community Day Celebration has come and gone for another year. The weather was
not the greatest but many people still came out to enjoy the parade and activities on Saturday.
The Friday Movie in the Park was moved to the High School Gym and was a great success!
Several families came out to enjoy Beauty and the Beast and the children’s entertainer. We
would like to thank the High School for allowing us to use the gym. The Town and Community
Day Committee would like to thank our local sponsors: Scorpion, Synergy Credit Union,
Lashburn Corner Store and Southern Spur. Without your generous support some of the
community day activities would not have been possible. Next year will be the 10th Anniversary
of Community Days so we will start the planning process in the fall. If you are interested in
becoming involved please let us know.

On Tuesday, June 6th the Town participated in the School Travel Planning walkabout at 2:45
and a debriefing meeting after the walk. The purpose of the walkabout was to learn first-hand
the travel issues faced by students and their families. Direct observation of the common school
routes and key areas of concern will help with preparing an Action Plan. In the debriefing
session several concerns were discussed. There were several recommendations made. These
concerns were brought to Council last week and some will be completed in the next few weeks.
The information presented will be compiled into a report for the school and community.

Town Council would like to thank Lashburn Communities in Bloom for working to help
beautify our community. The Committee and their volunteers did a great job this year preparing
and planting all the areas in town. The barrels and hanging baskets are a great addition to Main
Street.

The Town will be placing a couple garbage cans around the community. There has been some
concern that residents have no place to throw garbage as they walk in the community. The
garbage cans will be temporary barrels to start with and from usage Town Council will look at
the purchase of more permanent garbage cans.

Work at Heritage Park continues. There will be some landscaping completed over the summer
and the picnic tables have been placed in the park. The Council has also budgeted for the
completion of the multi surface pad that will replace the outdoor rink. The outdoor rink
structure will be removed this summer in preparation for the new surface pad. There will be a
community work bee in the next few weeks to help speed the removal process up. Watch for
more details.
