M inute with the Mayor March 2018

I would like to pass on thanks for cooperation of Town residents in regards to the current Precautionary
Drinking Water Advisory issued March 12th. The water advisory was issued due to depressurization
caused by water treatment plant control upgrades. The work being completed on the water plant is a part
the town plan to upgrade and maintain the water system in Lashburn. Council works hard to budget and
plan for upgrades to our infrastructure for the Community. Just to clear up some misconceptions in
regards to the Water Advisory. The advisory is issued by the Water Security Agency in accordance to
The Environmental Management and Protection Act, 2010. | had a phone conversation with Water
Security Agency in regards to the confusion in regards to the advisory start time. Environmental Project
Officer Kristopher Dushire apologized for the confusion it caused for Town residents. The Town will be
working on improving our protocol and procedure in regards to future advisories. Town residents will be
notified by door to door delivery when the precautionary Drinking Water Advisory is lifted.

Planning for Community Day is underway! The Annual Event has been moved to Saturday, June 16th.
The Committee has had a preliminary meeting to outline a rough draft of events. The next meeting will
be Monday, April 16th at 6:30 in the Town Office. If you are interested in helping out or have events
you wish to run during the annual event please attend the meeting.

On Wednesday, March 14th | attended the Lloydminster Rural/Maidstone Community Consultative
Group Meeting in Maidstone. This meeting provides Towns, Villages and RM’s an opportunity to ask
questions and to express concerns in regards to policing. During the meeting the RCMP provided
statistics in regards to local crime, outlined the Federal Mandate for policing, the Provincial mandate for
policing and the F Division mandate for policing. Some of the topics discussed were traffic enforcement,
respectful workplace, crime prevention & reduction and working with local residents to reduce crime.
The RCMP will continue to work on visibility and education in our communities. The RCMP encourage
residents to call the Maidstone Detachment if they see suspicious people or happenings in our
community. Detachment Commander Harrison said the tips provided by citizens has led to many
successful arrests.

The Town Council will begin the annual budget process on March 27th and 28th. At the 2018 SUMA
Convention Premier Moe indicated there will be no reduction in the cost sharing programs and
allocation the Town will receive. The budget process includes the Town Administrator providing
Council with last year’s actual spending and a proposed budget for 2018. Individual members of
Council will bring spending priorities, as will the Town Public Works Foreman and this will be
compared to potential projects identified through the course of the past year as needing completion.
Discussions revolve around ranking projects in priority sequence and Council then deciding how the
money will be allocated.
