We are making great progress on the improvements to Heritage Park in the past few
days. As you can see we have removed the old outdoor rink structure. The site is being
prepared for the replacement boards which are almost complete and will be arriving
soon. The goal is to have the rink operational for winter enjoyment. To the east of the
outdoor rink the Public Works employees are preparing the ground for the skatepark.
The site will have a paved surface. The skatepark ramps and jumps have all arrived and
are stored close to the site. The Town would like to thank Scorpion Qilfield Services for
donating the equipment to haul the skatepark from Kitscoty. Once the site is prepared
and the weather cooperates the paving crew is able to complete their work. We are very
excited about the near completion of stage 2 of development in the park. | know that
many young people are excited about the skatepark opening!

BARKING DOGS UNDER BYLAW NO. 5-2008

There has been some complaints on social media
about dogs barking excessively in the Town of
Lashburn. The Town Office has received some
complaints, but not to the extent that there is on

social media.

If you are concerned about barking dogs, the
appropriate action is to inform the Town Office
directly. You will need to make a written complaint
including the house number where the dog is barking
excessively so that the Town Office can contact the
home owner and try to rectify the situation
immediately, usually by way of a letter stating the
facts of the bylaw and repercussions of contravention
of the bylaw. The more information you can supply
to the Town — house number, type of dog, owner of
dog, is helpful.

If the barking situation continues, a Dog Control
Ticket can be issued on the home owner. In order
for the Town of Lashburn to issue the ticket, you will
need to obtain a Barking Dog Log that is required to
be filled out over a period of five days and returned
to the Town. The Barking Dog Log is the proof that
the Town would use to write the ticket and assess a
fine.

The person receiving the ticket can pay the fine
voluntarily within seven days. If the person
receiving the ticket does not pay the fine, the ticket
has to be prosecuted in a court of law. A Provincial
Court Judge would determine whether the dog is
actually in contravention of the Town’s Dog Control
Bylaw. The Judge would base his judgement on the
proof that the ticket was written on, which is the
Barking Dog Log. The person filling out the
Barking Dog Log would be the witness at the court
proceeding.

You may request a copy of the Dog Control Bylaw
at any time.
While this process may seem onerous, it allows for
the person who is deemed guilty of the offence, to
exercise his right to defend the particular offence.
This requirement is set out in THE
MUNICPALITIES ACT where it states
municipalities have the power to make bylaws
respecting enforcement including creating offences
where a party is guilty of the offence and on
summary conviction, are liable to penalties.
The Council of the Town of Lashburn invites you to
share your ideas and make suggestions on the
process for dealing with barking dogs or dogs
running at large.
